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What Is Bullying?


At Nursteed School we believe that:
Bullying is when you hurt someone, hurt their feelings or make someone feel scared, (several times) on purpose, to get a reaction or to use your power over them.


At Nursteed we refer to bullying as something that happens:

What Will Happen? 


1. The report of bullying will be investigated thoroughly - adults will listen carefully to what everyone has to say
2. The pupil who shows bullying behaviour will be  spoken to and a restorative conversation will be held. This may or may not involve the person who has reported bullying.
3. Clear sanctions will be issued for bullying behaviours and a clear plan developed to support both parties. 
4. All incidents of bullying are recorded formally and shared with key adults so that everyone is aware and can support the situation. This  record is monitored regularly. 
5. Parents will be informed about what has happened and what has been done
6. Some bullying incidents may result in suspension if pupils' safety is badly affected  


What Will We Do If We Think We've Seen Bullying? 


We tell an adult, either in school or at home.
We are kind and offer support to our friends.


We advise the person on how he/she can try to manage their experience.
We help them to talk to adults.
We contribute to class talk about safety and relationships.





























What Can I Do If I Feel I'm  Being Bullied?


1. Tell anyone who you feel comfortable with
2. Tell others in Class Talk or Circle Time
3. Tell an adult
4. Try to stay away from the person who is making you feel bad
5. Stay with your friends or people who make you feel safe


How Do We Prevent Bullying?


We use Circle Time and PSHE lessons to talk about friendship and bullying. We also discuss these themes through our assemblies. 
Our Leadership Team meet with individuals and groups to help support friendships and address any incidences of bullying.
We praise and reward pupils for doing their best and for good relationships
